
 
 
• Use a computer that has Windows XP (most of these around the district are black or 

black and silver Gateway computers) 
• Plug the USB cable into the camera (the port is underneath a little rubber tab to the 

right of quick view on the Olympus D540) 
• Plug the other end of the USB cable into a USB port on the computer.  On the newer 

computers, there are USB ports in the front of the computer. 
• Turn the camera on to PLAY mode. 
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When your camera comes on, you should get the window at the 
left.  Notice that you have options.  Usually you are going to 
download the pictures to your computer. 
 
Problem?  If you get a list of options rather than this window, 
choose “Windows Scanner and Camera Wizard.” 
 
Still have a problem? If this option isn’t listed, you can open the 
software from the Start Menu: 

• Start 
• All Programs 
• Accessories 
• Scanner and Camera Wizard 
3 The next window that appears introduces the camera and 
scanner wizard.   
 
Click “Next” 
 
Hint:  If you want to work with your pictures as files rather 
than use the wizard, click on the advanced link here. 

he next window that appears shows 
ou thumbnails of all the pictures stored
n your camera.   

 

• If you want to download them 
all, leave it as is and click 
“Next” 

• You may “unselect” any picture 
by clicking on the check mark. 

• You may use the rotate buttons 
to rotate here. 

• You may clear all of the 
pictures and then select only the 
ones you want to download.  

lick NEXT when you are ready. 
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If you do not want to keep these pictures on the 
camera after you download them, you may put a 

check mark by “Delete pictures from my device …”  
HINT:  You may wish to leave them on the 

camera until you are sure you have downloaded 
what you want and later delete directly from the 

camera or using it as a disk. 

#2:  It is very important that you know where 
you are putting your pictures.  You must 
BROWSE to your folder on the H:\ drive. 
 
Click on Browse.   

#1: What you type here will name each 
individual picture as it is downloaded.  If you 
leave it at “Picture”  your pictures will be 
named “Picture01,” “Picture02” and so on.   

This step is very 
important! 
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If you wish to make a new folder, click here and type a name 
for it while it is highlighted in blue. 

Locate a folder where you want to save 
your pictures or make a new folder. 

Locate your Home directory (H:\) 
Click once on Users on H:\ and 
twice on your folder.  

This window appears. 

Double click on “My Computer”
